10 TIPS 
 

1. Hold the Camera: support the 
camera with your non-shooting 
hand, making sure to support the 
lens. 

2. Panning: capture motion with a 
still image by panning. Make 
sure to have a slow enough 
shutter speed (i.e. 1/20) and 
twist from the waist! DÏÎȭÔ ÍÏÖÅ 
your arms. Practice ahead of 
time. 

3. Lighting: pick the right times of 
day ɀ early or late. Get those 
ȰÇÏÌÄÅÎȱ ÈÏÕÒÓ ÏÆ ×ÁÒÍ ÌÉÇÈÔȢ 

4. Get Low: shoot up at parked 
planes. Also, shoot at 1/125 or 
slower to blur the props. This 
gives the sense of movement. 

5. Clouds: make sure to include 
them in your photos. It makes 
the sky more interesting.  

6. Lenses: Get out your long zoom 
lens for those far shots and your 
wide angle for the close ups. 

7. Air Shows: great place to get 
shots of airplanes. Novel idea. 
(Go on the field trip this month). 

8. Volunteer: this gives you more 
opportunities to shoot planes. 

9. The Print: share your prints with 
the pilots and airmen. 

10. Connections: meet people and 
they can show more planes.
